Catechesis of the Good Shepherd Program:   
In levels 1, 2, and 3 children gather in a room specially 
prepared for them, called an atrium, which contains 
simple yet beautiful materials that they use to draw 
near to God. For the child, the atrium is a place of 
preparation for involvement in the larger worshipping 
community.  The program  utilizes the Montessori 
method of learning. 
 
First Reconciliation and First Communion: :  A two 
year preparation is required beginning in First Grade.  
Immediate preparation for this sacrament is provided 
in the Second Grade Curriculum.
